Determining Future Transportation Needs

The 2018 Transportation Master Plan (TMP) is still in effect today,
1 and the Strategic Transportation Network Review (STNR)
follows the vision and desired outcomes of the 2018 TMP.

Given new anticipated growth to 2051, the City has identified a long list of
2 potential future transportation projects to update the 2018 TMP base network.
This long list drew from multiple sources, like the 2018 Transportation
Master Plan (active transportation projects were carried forward), and GRIDS 2.

3 This long list of potential future transportation projects was then evaluated
using criteria that were developed to be consistent with the 2018 TMP.

4 The evaluation framework included five categories: Transportation, Environment, Social,
Economic, and Implementation. Projects were phased based on their scores.

5 Projects were then classified into three time horizons based on the evaluation and
phasing process: To 2031, 2031 to 2041, and Post-2041.
